For CD-
Audio discs you can set repeat to repeat the
whole disc or just the current track, set the scan
time to 5, 10 or 20 seconds per track, and set the
player to automatically select shuffle and/or FTS.

'OPEN/CLOSE

This icon shows the command you can select,
open when the disc loading tray is closed, close
when it is open.

4. Scan: allows you to listen to the beginning of
every track listed in the play track bar. You
can set the scan time to 5, 10 or 20 seconds
in the settings screen.

5. Shuffle: allows you to play the tracks in the
play track bar in a random order.

6. Repeat: allows you to repeat either a track or
the entire disc. You can change the repeat
mode in the settings screen.

7. FTS: allows you to play favorite track selec-
tions. This icon only appears if a favorite
track selection has been created for the disc
that is loaded in the player.

All the disc play control functions are shown on
the screen, and can be selected as desired by
“point-and-click” with your remote control.
